CCS “Operation Preparation” will provide 8th- and 10th-grade students access to college/career advising through the use of community volunteers. Using a student’s Individual Learning Plan (ILP) and EXPLORE/PLAN test data, a community mentor will guide the student through a process that will help them prepare for their future as they move through high school and beyond. Potential advisors will receive training designed by the Kentucky Department of Education, and will be provided guidance on effective advising strategies to ensure a positive experience for all. 

“If you ever wanted to make a difference in the life of a child, here’s your chance,” stated Connie Pohlgeers, director of school improvement for the district.  “This is an opportunity to invest in the future through mentoring and coaching the students of today simply by sharing information on your career.” 

Registration for potential members will run from Nov. 1 to Dec. 1 with training beginning in mid-January.   Mentors will be expected to spend an average of one hour per month with their mentee with planned activities and resources available at the school sites.
